Educational Goals/Objectives:

1. Firstly, the students will gain an understanding of where in our history the story of Purim takes
place. Secondly, the students will become familiar with sequence of events that took place in
the n'7'an. Using this timeline will help the students actually visualize each event and when it
took place.

2. The fact that the timeline uses the text of the n'7'an will enable the students to become very
familiar and comfortable with the 1w of the n7'an. Listening to the reading of the n7'an on
D019 will thus become an enjoyable and rewarding experience as the D'109 become alive.
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Description:

This Interactive n7'an Timeline uses D'7109 from the n7'an to depict each significant
event in the D9 story. Each event is put on the timeline according to when it took place
during the 14 years of the reign of winIwNX. Each event is accompanied by an icon that will help
the students visualize and recall the information. This timeline is available as an interactive
display and is accompanied by an interactive student version handout.

4. Blank boxes/strips are available for those who wish to hang up a blank template of the
timeline and display the contents of each box, one at a time as they teach the material.
