Chanukah Interactive Bulletin Board

Grade Level:
Grades 2 -5

Description/Objective:
This Chanukah Bulletin board depicts a magnificent, true to life Chanukah scene. The bulletin
board is set up in a fashion so that it can be used as an interactive Chanukah lesson on all of the

various Halachos and Minhagim of Chanukah.

The bulletin board is accompanied by a lesson plan that will guide you as to what to teach and
as to where to place all the interactive Chanukah pieces onto the Chanukah scene.

The students will love this hands-on, visual approach to learning the Halachos and Minhagim of
Chanukah. Their interactive involvement will surely help them to retain the lessons and apply
their Chanukah knowledge in their own homes!

Materials Needed:

1. Printout of Chanukah Scene
Printout of all Chanukah interactive pieces
(7 question circles, candles, brachos, stars, havdalah, Shabbos neiros, oil cups with
flames, oil jug, mezuzah, shamash, hands for clocks)

3. Hooks

4. Ball key chains
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5. Hole puncher
6. 1 brass paper fastener

Instructions:

1. Cut out question circles. Cut out back “pockets” and glue a pocket

onto the back of each question circle. This pocket will “store” the
interactive pieces that will be placed onto the Chanukah scene as
the students learn about Chanukah. Laminate all the circles and

cut them out, leaving a little extra laminating so the seams won’t

open. Use a razor to slit open the back pocket of each circle so it
can be used to store the interactive pieces.
Laminate all other printouts and cut out.

3. Hang up hooks below the ledge as shown in picture.

4. Punch holes in question circles. Stick in all the appropriate pieces as indicated in the
lesson.

5. Hang up the question circles on the hooks by slipping a ball keychain through the circle
and them placing it on the hook.

6. Refer to the lesson as a guide for placing the pieces. Most of all, you can use the lesson
as a guide for what to teach! Enjoy!

7. The interactive pieces can be made adhesive by running them through a waxing
machine after they are laminated. Alternately, you can just use fun tack or small Velcro
circles to apply the pieces onto the appropriate picture. (Such as: the flames onto the
menorah, the brachos on the card, the stars in the sky, etc.)

Interactive Lesson:

Below is all the information that you will need to teach your class about the various ni>7n and
D'an1n of Chanukah.

There are seven question circles. Introduce each question and discuss the answers with your
class. Use the interactive pieces during the lesson. You can call on students to come up to the
bulletin board and place the pieces onto the appropriate pictures as they learn it.
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PLACE OIL JUG AND CANDLES ON CHANUKAH TABLE.
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PLACE THREEE STARS ONTO SKY NEAR THE MENORAH.
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PLACE OIL CUPS WITH FLAMES ONTO THE MENORAH. DISPLAY THE “SHAMASH” CANDLE AND THE
SHAMASH OIL CUP. DEMONSTRATE HOW WE ADD A FLAME EACH NIGHT.
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PLACE BRACHOS CARD INTO ITS TEMPLATE ON THE CHANUKAH TABLE OR ON THE LEDGE.
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PLACE HANDS ONTO THE CLOCK.
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PLACE SHABBOS CANDLESTICKS AND HAVDALAH CANDLE ONTO THE CHANUKAH TABLE.
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(Note: all the pictures related to the minhagim are directly printed on the bulletin board. They are not
interactive. You can point out the pictures as you teach all of the relevant minhagim.)
