Parsha “Racko” Game

Print and cut all the pieces. Laminate them to make them last long-
er.

For younger students, color code the cards by parasha.

Version One:
See how fast you can put each Parsha in order after mixing up all the
cards in the sefer.

Version Two:

Put all the cards face down all over the floor.

Challenge another person to a race. Whoever can put as many cards and
sets together in the right order wins.

Version Three:

Make a Racko game by cutting ten slits in a shoe box cover—staggered
five on each side.

Put all the cards face down in the center pile. Each student picks ten
cards and puts them in order on his/her playing board (shoe box cover).
Students take turns picking from the middle and either replacing a card
that they have on their board or discarding it back into the middle pile.
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
